school property, as bylaw offi cers often visit unannounced 
and ticket parking violators.  As always, your continued 
cooperation is much appreciated and allows us to provide 
the safest and best environment for the children.   
 
Family/Emergency Information 
In the event that your child becomes ill at school or is 
injured in an accident, it is imperative that we contact you 
or a person designated by you as an alternate.  Our 
information on fi le must be accurate and current.  A 
student data form will be sent home for you to look over.  
Please update your information and return this form to the 
school as soon as possible, even if no changes are 
required.  
 
Student Sign Out 
In the interest of student safety, all visitors must report to 
the offi ce, all students must sign out when leaving the 
building and sign in when they return; parents must report 
to the offi ce when picking up their child during school 
hours and sign their child out; all bus students will remain 
at school for lunch, unless a parent or their designate, 
picks them up and follows the above procedure; all other 
students who normally stay for lunch may not leave the 
school during the lunch hour unless a parent or their 
designate, picks them up and follows the above procedure. 
Grade 7 and 8 students are permitted to leave the grounds 
at lunch time if they have a signed parent permission note 
clearly indicating the date and where they are going.  
Students may not carry food or drink back onto school 
property when they return.  

 
 
 
 
Custody Of Children 
On rare occasions, we are faced with diffi cult situations in 
which non-custodial parents arrive at school asking to 
visit their child or to take their child home after school.  
We are best able to serve and protect students when we 
are made aware of legal custody arrangements, visitation 
rights and other special instructions.  If legal custody 
matters affect your family, please ensure that our off ice 
and classroom teachers are aware of any custodial 
arrangements that may affect your child during school 
hours.

Our school secretaries will be pleased to relay messages to 
staff.  The doors of St. Albert of Jerusalem School are 
open to parents who wish to visit or confer with staff, 
however, an appointment is necessary.  Thank you for 
your support in keeping classroom interruptions to a 
minimum. 
 
Visitors 
For the safety of all children, visitors may only enter 
through the front doors and must sign in at the offi ce in 
order to obtain a visitorÕs badge.  Please remember, to 
your child you are a parent to the other children, you are a 
stranger. 
 
Student Absenteeism

Please inform the school if your child (ren) 
will be late or will not be attending 
school for the day.  If  you do not 
contact the school by 9:00 am, we will attempt to contact 
you.

Sabrina’s Law 

Safe Schools Initiatives 



SabrinaÕs Law is an Act to protect anaphylactic pupils in 
publicly funded schools in Ontario. Named ÒSabrinaÕs 
LawÓ in honour of an Ontario student who died following 
an anaphylactic reaction in 2003, the law became effective 
on January 1, 2006.  This law requires that every school 
board establish and maintain an anaphylaxis policy.  It 
also requires that principals develop individual plans for 
pupils at risk of anaphylaxis.

             Peanut / Nut Free School 

School can be a very frightening environment 
for a child with a severe allergy to peanuts or 
nut products. In an effort to further promote a 

safe and secure environment for all of our children we ask 
your support in supporting a school-wide nut free, peanut 
free school. Approximately 2% of our school population 
suffers from this life-threatening allergy. At fi rst glance 
this may appear a small percentage. However, we must 
take into consideration that these children are not isolated 
to any particular grade level and, like all students, utilize 
the computer lab, washrooms, library and physical 
education equipment. We ask that you place careful 
consideration to school lunches and snacks and refrain 
from sending in items that are made of, or contain, nuts or 
peanuts. We offer our heartfelt thanks for your support. 
As we transisiton to a nut-free environment, we will 
continue with our previous protocols and will send letters 
home with the students whose classroom members have 
specifi c allergies.  Please check with your child, and in 
their backpack, for letters regarding the type of allergy 
and products to be avoided. Students who bring nut or 
peanut products to these classrooms will eat these items in 
a safe area outside of their classroom.  They may  return 
to the class when they have finished eating and have 
washed their hands.  
 
Valuable Property at School 
The school cannot assume responsibility for private 
property.  Children are discouraged from bringing 
valuable items to school.  If you wish for your child to 
have a cell phone while at school, please provide the 
offi ce with a signed permission note.  However, students 
are reminded that cell phones must remain powered off 
while on school property and be stored in their backpacks 
out of sight.  If your child rides their bike to school, please 
remind them to lock it up. 
 

Policy On Cell Phones And Mp3 Players 
Although cell phones and MP3 players have become the 
accessory of necessity for many of us, they do not enter 
into our world without a problematic fl ip side.  
In some cases, unregulated use of Personal Electronic 
Devices (PEDs) has facilitated illegal activities in the 
school environment or during school-sanctioned activities. 
It has become an unfortunate reality that the promotion of 
academic excellence and the preservation of academic 
integrity can be compromised by the mis-use of PEDs 
during the instructional day, at assessment times and on 
formal exam days. 
In this regard, it has recently become Board and school 
policy that all PEDs must be kept out of sight, turned off 
and not used within school premises (including portables) 
or during school-sanctioned activities such as retreats, 
field trips, sports events, etc. To prevent the loss or 
damage of PEDs, we encourage students to leave their 
PEDs at home or in their school bags.  
 
School Accident Insurance 
As required by the Education Act and the Ministry of 
Education, the Dufferin-Peel Catholic District School 
Board annually provides parents with information about 
Cost-effective student accident insurance coverage via 
student courier.  Although enrolment is voluntary, the 
board encourages parents to take advantage of the 
inexpensive insurance coverage, especially if their 
child/children participate in sports, excursions/field trips, 
or, if parents do not have dental insurance coverage.  
Enrolment is required in writing-there are two options for 
enrolment: 
1) Complete the traditional form and mail it in 
2) Photocopy the form and fax it to Reliable Life at  
1-905-522-7211 or 1-800-463-KIDS (5437) 
Parents alone have the right to insure their children.  
 
Medication at School 
School staff cannot dispense medication of any kind 
without the proper authorization and a properly labeled 
container, (i .e. prescriptions bottle or original over-the-
counter container).  Medication brought to school in 
baggies, fi lm canisters, etc. pose a risk to other students 
and will be secured in the offi ce and returned to the 
parent.  Staff cannot modify or adjust any medication 
under any circumstances.  Additionally, staff cannot 
medicate a child.  Therefore the child must be able to take 
the medicine as prescribed on their own with staff 
supervision.   
 
Please drop by the offi ce for an authorization from before 
your child brings medication to school.

If you drop a lunch off at school for your child, please 
ensure that it is labeled with your childÕs name and room 
number.  Lunches may be left on the lunch table in the 
front hall.  In order to avoid classroom interruptions, 
students will not be called from class before 11:25 am.

Recess Breaks 
Recess breaks serve a special 
purpose in the daily life of a 
school.  Students are expected to 
go outside for fresh air and exercise.  If your child is sick, 
he or she should be at home recuperating and not 
spreading their fl u or cold virus throughout the classroom.  
Remember, there is no indoor supervision at recess. 
 
Indoor shoes 

All students are required to have indoor 
shoes at school.  Outdoor shoes are not 
allowed into the classroom, in order to keep 
the childrenÕs work environment clean.  In 

the event of sudden evacuation, students will not have 
time to put their outdoor shoes on to leave the school, as 
this impedes the timely and efficient evacuation protocol. 
 
Special Services Support 
The responsibility for student programming rests 
primarily with the teacher.  However, when there are 
concerns regarding the learning needs of a student, the 
teacher may choose to consult the schoolÕs Special 
Service Team.
